GERONTOLOGICAL NUTRITIONISTS

NUTRITION EDUCATION MATERIALS DEVELOPMENT AWARD

Purpose:

The purpose of the Nutrition Education Materials Development Award is to promote development of nutrition education materials for use with elderly clients by Gerontological Nutritionists (GN) dietetic practice group members.  Funds will be awarded for development of original reproducible handouts, brochures, pamphlets, or audio/visual materials.

Allocation of Funds:

Up to four $250 awards are available per fiscal budget year.

Level of Funding:

Funds awarded will be limited to a maximum of $250 per person.

Eligibility for Award:

To be eligible for the award the applicant must:

1) Be a current member of GN and have been a member for the previous membership year;

2) Not received funding for this award from GN in the past three years;

3) Not be a member of the GN Executive Board.  One year must lapse for a former member of the GN Executive Board to regain eligibility.

Application Procedure:

The applicant must submit the nutrition education product by either September 1st or March 1st of each year.

Review Procedure:

1) Application will be reviewed be the Awards Chair for eligibility.

2) Acceptable applications and supporting documentation will be forwarded to the GN Educational Materials Committee.

3) Approved applications and supporting documentation will be submitted to the ADA Practice Team for final approval.

4) The GN Awards Chair will notify applicants in writing of the selection status of their material.

Selection Criteria:

The selection of materials will be based on

1) Contribution of the proposed original material to client education.

Products may be submitted in the following categories:

1) Handout

2) Brochure

3) Pamphlet

4) Audio/visual materials

Awards will be made on the basis of appropriateness, design, accuracy of information, and relevance to gerontological nutritionist.

Award recipients will be notified within 45 days of the September 1st and March 1st submission dates by the Awards Chair.

Payment of the award will be initiated at that time according to ADA procedures.  Please allow at least thirty (30) days for processing.

Other information:

1) All education products that are selected for this Award become the property of the GN DPG and may be featured in a GN newsletter and altered for publication.


2) Those materials not selected will be returned to the GN member.
