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Purpose:

The purpose of the JoAnn Prophet Speaker Stipend is to promote the presentation of topics in gerontological nutrition at professional workshops, conferences, or seminars by members of the Gerontological Nutritionists (GN) dietetic practice group.  The award provides financial support for GN members to present topics in gerontological nutrition at professional programs.

Allocation of Funds:


Up to two $500.00 stipends are available per fiscal budget year.

Level of Funding:

Funds awarded will be no more than $500.00 per event and may be applied to travel expenses and/or speaker honoraria.

Eligibility for Award:
1) Stipends may be awarded to:

a) GN members who have been invited by organizations other than ADA to present a geriatric nutrition related topic;

b) organizations who desire funding for a speaker on a geriatric nutrition related topic.

2) Stipends to individuals or organizations shall be limited to:

a) speakers who are current members of GN and have been a member for two consecutive years;

b) speakers who address a major session for a minimum of 45 minutes and anticipate at least 50 participants at the session;

c) speakers and organizations who have not received any financial award from GN within the past three years.

3) The ADA Annual meeting or any ADA sponsored workshop/CE event will not be eligible for the award.

Criteria for Recipient:

Priority will be given to:

1) Sessions by GN members at (in rank order)

a) professional organizations providing continuing education for professionals working with older adults;

b) state dietetic practice group;

c) state dietetic associations.

2) Organizations that:

a) are closely aligned with reaching the needs of the elderly through professional membership, i.e. health/allied health professionals; educators of health professionals.

b) Promote/support the GN practice group.

3) Individual members who:

a) Have actively served GN (officer, committee, etc);

b) Are noted for their knowledge and speaking on geriatric topics;

c) Otherwise will not be reimbursed by some other funding source.

Application Procedure:

To apply for a speaker stipend:

1) Complete the application form (must be typed).

2) Submit a one page letter of request justifying GN sponsorship;

3) Submit all materials to the GN Awards Chair at least three months prior to the event  (or in time enough to allow for application processing, and acknowledgement of GN sponsorship on any printed programs and/or advertisements).

Review Procedure:
1) Applications will be reviewed by the GN Awards Chair for completeness of required information and eligibility as previously stated.

2) Acceptable applications and supporting documentation will be forwarded to the GN Executive Committee for approval.

3) GN Executive Committee approved applications and supporting documentation will be submitted to GN’s Practice team member from the Division of professional Affairs, ADA for final approval.

4) The GN Awards Chair will notify applicants in writing of the approval or disapproval of their application.  Approved applicants will be sent an ADA expense reimbursement form from the Awards Chair.

Responsibilities of Stipend Recipients:
1) Individuals requesting funding must:

a) apprise organization of GN sponsorship;

b) request in writing that organization recognize GN sponsorship on any printed programs and advertisements.

2) Organizations requesting funding must:

a) acknowledge GN sponsorship on any printed programs and advertisements;

b) inform speaker of the funds provided by GN.

Reimbursement Procedure:

Stipend recipients must submit to the GN Awards Chair within 30 days of the event:

1) a copy of the printed program with GN recognition;

2) an abstract of no more than 200 words of the speakers presentation, prepared by the speaker (GN Awards Chair will submit abstract including name of program to the newsletter coordinating editor for publication);

3) an evaluation of the GN speaker from program attendees;

4) original receipts for reimbursement of speaker’s travel expenses and/or speaker honorarium.

Reimbursement will be initiated according to ADA procedures when all materials have been received.  Please allow thirty days for processing.
